
Hazard Mitigation Opportunities

Municipal Worksheet

Instructions

The purpose of this questionnaire is to help us identify what hazards threaten your community and what corrective measures you would like to take to reduce the effects of the hazard.  The steps you would like to take are your Hazard Mitigation Opportunities.

1. Type your municipality’s name in the column labeled, “Municipality”.

2. Type the address of the affected structure into the column labeled, “Street Address of the Affected Structure”.

3. Click the right-side of the “Select Loss” located in the column labeled, “Repetitive Loss”.  A dropdown list will provide options to choose from.  Click (select) the correct loss type.

· Identify whether affected structure has a reoccurring problem.  For example, is the affected structure continuously experiencing flooding after severe thunderstorms and has it received federal funding?

4. Click the right-side of the “Select Building Type” located in the column labeled, “Building Type Affect”.  A dropdown list will provide options to choose from.  Click (select) the correct building type.

· Identify impacted critical facilities (e.g. hospitals, sewage treatment plants, water supplies, schools, senior centers and daycare centers) that suffer damage from the various hazards (e.g. flooding) affecting your municipality.

5. Click the right-side of the “Select Hazard to Mitigate” located in the column labeled, “Hazard”.  A dropdown list will provide options to choose from.  Click (select) the correct hazard.  All hazards listed must be addressed and either be assigned a mitigation project or the comment, “No Hazard Vulnerability”.
6. Click the right-side of the “Select Mitigation Project” located in the column labeled, “Mitigation Measure”.  A dropdown list will provide options to choose from.   Click (select) the correct mitigation measure.

7. Click the right-side of the “Estimated Project Cost” located in the column labeled, “Estimated Costs”.  A dropdown list will provide options to choose from.   Click (select) the correct cost range.

· Estimate the cost to repair the impact from the hazard. For example, how much would it cost to replace or repair a certain business/house if it was affected by flooding?

8. Click the right-side of the “Select Appropriate Comment” located in the column labeled, “Comments”.  A dropdown list will provide options to choose from.   Click (select) the correct comment. If an appropriate comment is not selected, just select “Select Appropriate Comment”.

9. Save the Microsoft Word document as follows:

Type: Your Municipality’s Name-Hazard Mitigation Opportunities
