Great Valley/TE Children’s Dental Program

This program is available to children who qualify 
for the free or reduced lunch program attending 
the Great Valley and Tredyff rin/Easttown School 
Districts. The program operates only during the 
school year, on Friday.  Forms are distributed to the 
school nurses at the beginning of the school year. 
Parents must return forms to the school nurse for 
children to be enrolled in the program. 

CVIM provides dental care for adults and children 
who have a gross income of no more than 200% 
of the federal poverty level. A $5.00 deposit is 
required to reserve an appointment.  Basic hygiene 
and dental care are also available.
