A glimpse of the future of the Chester
County Recorder of Deeds office was
given to more than 70 professionals
attending a seminar recently on “Doing
Business with Digital Documents:
Electronic Preparation and Recording of
Land Record Documents.”

“Chester County is one of four coun-
ties in Pennsylvania designated by the
Secretary of State to participate in a
pilot program for Electronic
Recording,” said Terence Farrell,
Recorder of Deeds of Chester County.
“From the reaction of those attending
the seminar, [ believe the future of e-
recording will be welcomed, and
embraced, by those working with my
office staff.”

Those attending the seminar on
October 19, 2004, at the Chester County
Bar Association included representatives
of title companies, law firms, banks and
members of Chester County govern-
ment’s Information Technology depart-
ment and individual lawyers, paralega]s

and staff members of the Recorder of
Deeds office.

“I can't believe we are not doing this
already,” said Jim Dunn, a title
researcher with Land America/
Commonwealth Land Title Insurance
Company. “I'm excited. No question,
this is how we’ll be doing it in the
future. It will work better.”

The seminar began with introductions
by Farrell and Steve McDonald,
Recorder of Deeds of Lancaster County.
Lancaster and Chester counties are join-
ing Philadelphia and Westmoreland
counties in the pilot project.

“You should see more accurate, faster
and efficient recording with electronic
recording,” Farrell told the audience.
“There will also be a quicker turn-
around of documents with electronic
recording.”

McDonald said, “We all will be doing
business differently in the years to
come, all for the better. A rapid and
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
